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RANGE SAFETY OFFICER

GENERAL RANGE RULES

RANGE SAFETY OFFICER: The range safety officer shall create, update, and enforce the Range Safety and Operating Guidelines. He/She shall develop all range rules and safety regulations for all club, and special shooting events. He/She shall have the authority to suspend from the club ranges any member of the club for violation of the Range Safety and Operating Guidelines. He/She shall have the authority to close any club range for safety reasons. He/She, may appoint certified range safety officers to assist him in enforcing the Range Safety and Operating Guidelines, and assist him at all club shooting events. He/She should be a  NRA certified Range Safety Officer or Firearms Instructor.
RANGE SAFETY AND OPERATING GUIDELINES

(GENERAL RANGE RULES)

The Range Safety and Operating Guidelines are the standard safety regulations for the operations of the club’s ranges.

All members shall follow the guidelines for their safety, as well as others who are using the ranges.

Any member who violates any of the Range Safety and Operating Guidelines for range use is subject to suspension from the ranges, and possibly expulsion from the club.
The elected club Range Safety Officer and or any of his/her  assistants have the authority to immediately suspend from the ranges, any member found to be in violation of the club Range Safety and Operating Guidelines. 

The name of any member suspended from the ranges by the Range Safety Officer or one of his/her assistants, shall be submitted in writing to the Club Executive Board, by the Range Safety Officer, along with the facts surrounding the violation, and reason for suspension from the ranges.
The club Executive Board has the right to lift the suspension from the ranges of the member, or call for an expulsion or suspension of the member from the club at the next club meeting. 

Any member suspended from the ranges by the Range Safety Officer or any of his assistants shall not be permitted to use the range facilities until their suspension is lifted, or the club’s Board of Directors reinstates them.
Any member found using the ranges while under suspension will be brought in front of the Board of Directors for expulsion.

Any club member who observes a serious violation of the Range Safety and Operating Guidelines, shall contact the club Range Safety Officer, or one of his/her assistants and report the violation.  
Upon receipt of information regarding a serious violation of the club’s Range Safety and Operating Guidelines, the club Range Safety Officer and or any of his/her, assistants shall conduct an investigation into the allegation, and take the appropriate steps to correct the violation.  

The club Range Safety Officer has the authority to close all ranges for safety reasons, and keep them closed until the safety problem has been corrected.
